ÅLovelock says it is 0.5 times that of wind power 

(Lovelock, 2009: 69) ïothers claim it is 25 times when 
mining, transport and construction are included.

There are assessments/projections containing 
undisputed facts, disputed facts, and predictions 
- like nuclear energyôs longer-term sustainability 
- which depend on e.g. the future political 
security of Kazakstan

an issue like nuclear power, peopleôs 
attitudes are shaped not as a bald 
set of facts that are fed into a 
consequentialist calculator and out 
comes the answer, but by stories 
they construct, little narratives with 
narrative shape and colour.
